| ntroducing Shaun Kipe

Your Church Board is pleased to announce
the addition of Shaun Kipe to the Pastoral
staff here at Five Forks. Shaun is the son of
Pastor Ray and Darlyss Kipe and has
attended Five Forks Church for most of his
life. He and his wife Jenny have an infant
son, Landon.

Shaun will assume the role that Pastor Todd has filled for the past two years,
specifically overseeing the Five Forks Youth Ministry. For the next 3 to 4 months,
Todd and Shaun will both be senving on a part-time basis through this period of
transition. \When Todd steps down completely on June 30, Shaun will begin
serving full-time.

THE PROCESS

Some of you may be wondering about the process that was used in selecting
Shaun for this position and how it came about so quickly. Late in February
Pastor Todd sent a letter to each member of the Church Board, informing them of
his decision to step down from his role as youth pastor. Pastor Brian also
attached a letter asking the Church Board to consider various options prior to the
next board meeting.

These options included:

Not hiring anyone at this time

Advertising nationally that we are looking to hire

3. Hiring someone known to Five Forks who has youth pastor
experience

4. Hiring someone fromwithin the Five Forks Church (with some

names fromwithin the church for the board to consider and pray

It was the consensus of the board that going with the first option would be a
step back for our youth and for our congregation. Our youth ministry is
groning and vibrant, with approximately 100 young people who would say
that Five Forks is their youth group.

The board then discussed whether it would be best to look outside the
congregation (options 2 and 3) or look to hire fromwithin. There are some
potential benefits to looking outside our church, most significantly an
opportunity for fresh insight. However the board also acknowledged
significant concerns that come about when hiring from outside the church.

In the end, the board decided to look within for various reasons.
1. W believe that God does His part and provides from within

local congregations those that He calls to serve as pastors.
(See Ephesians 4:11-13).

2. We believe that the local church Bwhere peaple are known and

gifts are witnessed - bears the responsibility of raising-up
pastors who God will use for His purposes. The Scriptures

provide support for raising-up pastors fromwithin. In 2 Timothy,

Paul instructs Timothy to pass on the truth of God®Word to
other faithful men so that they themselves would be qualified to
teach others. (@nd the things you heard me say in the
presence of many witnesses entrust to reliable men who will
also be qualified to teach others.Oll Timothy 2:2).

As we looked within our own congregation we identified individuals who
would be qualified and would sense a call to youth ministry. We discussed

those names that appeared in Brian® letter, and looked to the board to share
any othersames that had not been considered. After a period of discussion

it becarme evident to the board that Shaun® name was at the top of the list.

It is significant that in Todd® letter of resignation he indicated a willingness to

share his thoughts on a possible successor at the board meetingE but first
wanted to give the board an opportunity to discuss various names

themselves. In the end, Shaun was the person that Todd was recommending

that the board strongly consider. (Todd and Shaun have a dose relationship
and discussed the possibility of Shaun® call to ministry at Five Forks even
before the staff or board became aware of Todd® decision to step down. At
the same time, Todd did not want to unduly influence the board® decision.)

Some people may wonder how the board could move so quickly on such an
important decision, and this is a good question that deserves an answer. First,
the leadership in the church is constantly looking for potential pastors (again,
believing that it® the responsibility of the church to raise-up pastors). Once an
opening arises, potential candidates have already been identified and observed.
It@ also important to acknowledge that the church board is comprised of men
and women who may have differing opinions, but in the end Bunder the Spirit®
direction and power B stand together in unity. It was not the intent of the board
to run ahead of the Lord, but once we were committed to looking within the
congregation it simply became a matter of coming to agreement on who the
Lord was directing us to. The board themselves entered the meeting with no
expectation of making a final decision that evening, but as the discussion took
place, there was a clear sense that God® Spirit was directing us to approach
Shaun about this position.

QUALIFICATIONS

Shaun is a graduate of Messiah College with a degree in Bible. He and his wife
Jenny served on the mission field in Honduras for 7 months in 2008-09. Heis
currently serving on the Missions Committee, the Discernment Committee and
is teaching the Jr. High Sunday School dass. Many serving on the Church
Board know Shaun and some have had the opportunity to serve alongside of
Shauninthe past. All who know Shaun speak of his humility, his leadership,
his knowledge of God®Wbrd, and his sincere desire to please the Lord. We
believe that he will be an excellent addition and asset to the pastoral team.

Sacred Marriage

Each week for 13 weeks, we are going
to do a chapter summary of each
chapter from a book written by Gary
Thomas called Sacred Marriage.

The summaries were written by
Heather Seville.

Chapter One

The first chapter starts out by saying what this book is going to talk
about. The chapter describes how it will take several marriages
and dissect them. In these marriages we are going to find out what
is happening in the marriage; how we can gain spiritual meaning,
depth, and grow from the challenges that lie within. The chapter
also states how we can take the challenges, joys, struggles, and
celebrations of marriage and be able to draw closer to God and to
grow in our own Christian character. The chapter also talks about
how to spiritually benefit from marriage and the only way to do that
is we must be honest. We have to be able to look at our
disappointments, own up to our nasty attitudes, and face our
selfishness. It goes on to say that perhaps God didnOtreate
marriage to make us happy, or be a comfort to us, or even to make
us feel complete as humans. Perhaps the real reason God
designed marriage was to make us holy more than happy. It goes
on to say that a marriage cannot survive on romance or the
romantic feelings alone. It states that romantic love has no
elasticity to it. It can never be stretched; it will simply shatter. The
foundation of a good marriage is built on mature love, not
romanticism. This is why marriages that are based solely on
romance do not always last.

Society today has distorted the real meaning of love. The chapter
continued on and talked a little about what marriage is and its
purpose. lIs there a purpose to marriage? It tells us that marriage
calls us to an entirely new and selfless life. Marriage is a twenty-
four hour a day, seven days a week, 365 days a year working

process. Marriage is to shape us into the character of Jesus Christ.

The chapter states that because there is so much immorality within
us, and also lust, selfishness, anger, hatred, etc. that we should
enter into a close relationship with another person so we can work
on these issues.

Towards the end of the chapter, it talks about the purpose of this
book - to help you as an individual grow. Spiritual growth is the
main theme. We must remember that we cannot change our
spouse; we can only change ourselves. When you work at
changing yourself, God puts everything into a different perspective.
To put this chapter in a nut shell Dthis book is going to equip me
with the tools | need to love God more, which in turn will teach me
how to love my spouse more (and also other people you are
around).
