• Figs enjoy lots of sunlight and ripen 

better in a warm, sunny location. 
• Around the globe biologists say there 

are at least 800 species of fig trees. 
• Figs come in all shapes and sizes. 
• Some are trees, while others are 

bushes or vines.  
• Figs rely on a tiny wasp to pollinate 

them. Worldwide, more than 600 
different kinds of fig wasps have 
been discovered—usually each 
linked to a specific species of fig. 

• The fig tree is a prominent image in 
the Bible. It is the first fruit tree           
mentioned (Genesis 3:7). 

• The fig tree played a significant role 
in the economy of Palestine through-
out biblical times. 

• It was frequently used metaphorically 
as a symbol of prosperity & peace.
